Battery replacement

1. When the battery signal is flashing on the LCD (see Fig. 8), it means the meter is in low battery.
In this condition, the meter continues to work correctly, but the flashing icon warns the user that
it is advisable to change the battery.

2. Remove the Rubber protection, screw off the screw on the battery cover, then open the battery
box to change the battery.

3. After that, install the battery cover, tighten the screw, fix on the rubber protection to finish the
battery change. (Battery type: 1xCR2(3V))
